INVITATION
Through various forms of art together with nature, we Geumgang Nature Art Biennale who aim to look for the aesthetics of human and nature's harmonizing coexistence contests work pieces described below for the Open Air Video Exhibition that will proceed along with main exhibition of the Biennale.
As one of the four elements, air has always had a spiritual significance since the beginning of the history of mankind, and as people got acquinted with its rules, it has become the main resource for humans to change location for thousands of years.

In our everyday life, wind stands out from the experiences about the presence of nature.  Wind does not know physical limits. We are in a daily contact with it even in the most urbanised and industrialised environment. We suffer from its absence and feel its power.

The wind is a frequent character already in the first stories of mankind: in tales, sagas, etiological narratives, myths. In these most ancient stories of oral cultures wind is the power that cannot be controlled by mortals, that takes part in the creation of the world or in the formation of nations, and that might represent the intentions of the gods let them be punishment or reward. Sometimes it helps people, other times it hinders them. The wind has gods and kings: Vayu in Hinduism, Vetru in Slavic mythology. In Greek and Roman mythologies the winds blowing from different points of the compass had different gods (Boreas, Eurus, Vulturnus, Auster).

The wind is the symbol of the fearful, untamed, destructive power but it also embodies movement, change, energy, dynamics, purification and freedom that can be tamed and used by humans. However, no matter if we examine wind from its transcendental presence or we take it as a natural element, this duality of positive and negative features has been balanced until recent times. This balance, however, seems to be disrupted, as because of the human factor and the man’s interference into the natural order, recently we can experience more and more often the extreme, destructive manifestations of wind in form of never-seen windstorms, hurricanes. In the same time, driven by the illusion of sustainable development, people try to reconquer the wind and exploit the enormous and continuously renewable energy potential in it.

The wind is a natural element whose visual display is problematic due to its transparency. The presence of the wind can be represented or documented by pictorial means primarly by the impact of the air movement on the environment. Therefore, it is a challenging task for artists to resolve this problem by visual means.

We expect short videos on WIND, without any restrictions on content. Keywords as described above: spirituality, movement, transcendence, indefiniteness, freedom, dynamics, purification, elemental force, destruction, energy source, sustainability.

The submitted video works must meet only some practical criteria:
- Duration should not be less than 30 seconds but no longer than 5 minutes

- The name(s) of the creator(s), the title of the video(s) and the date of creation should be indicated in English
